In addition, we are excited to share the launch of our “Life Without Limits” endowment campaign, a 
transformative initiative aimed at securing St. Coletta’s future. We are in the first phase of a bold effort to raise

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GENERAC VOLUNTEERS AT THE GARDEN
A special thank you to our volunteers from Generac for their assistance in preparing 
our garden for the winter season. Their collective efforts significantly expedited the 
process of clearing the dead plants, produce, flowers, and all the weed barriers.
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In celebration of our 120th Founder’s Day (September 10th, 1904), the 
Sisters of St. Francis of Assisi joined us and Bishop Hying to celebrate their 
accomplishments for founding our mission here at St. Coletta. We also 
kept up with the tradition by having potatoes from our garden in honor 
of the first sisters who arrived at St. Coletta in 1864 and had just potatoes, 
tea, and salt to eat. We also joined in the unveiling and blessing of the 
Assisi Hall window display. 

On September 10, 1904...Known as the “Archbishop of Christian 
Charity,” Sebastian Gebhard Messmer encourages using the vacant St. 

Coletta convent to serve children with disabilities. Under his leadership, 
charitable institutions for the sick, orphaned, poor, and aged more than 

double in Wisconsin.

Armed with this endorsement, Father George Meyer recruits students, and Mother Thecla Thren seeks the Sisters’ involvement 
in this new endeavor at the Jefferson convent.

On September 10, 1904, new purposes are revealed as St. Coletta Institute for Backward Youth is established and opens its 
doors to five girls with disabilities, marking the beginning of an historic ministry.
